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Conclusion:

States seek to achieve their goals and objectives based on their capabilities
and resources. These goals may change when new means are acquired or may
change in terms of priority and importance. Therefore, the tremendous
technological advancementin the first decade of the 21st century has prompted
countries with scientific and technological capabilities to employ them in various
fields to serve their interests. Direct and indirect communication with foreign
populations has been one of the most important areas that countries have used
to influence foreign populations in an attempt to align them with their own goals.
This process is called the new Popular Diplomacy, distinguishing it from traditional
Popular Diplomacy that ended with the Cold War. However, the new Popular
Diplomacy has faced some challenges due to the overlapping use of several
concepts related to the process of communication with foreign populations. In
reality, Popular Diplomacy is completely different from other concepts in various

aspects, and it does not refer to a single meaning as claimed by some experts.
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
