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Abstract: Egyptian-American relations went through varying stages
of cooperation and differences over its contemporary history, and
despite all the talk about how special Egyptian - US relations are, and
the growing common interests between them, yet these relationships
had undergone many sharp turns at different stages.

With the beginning of the second decade of the twenty first century,
many transformations happened, particularly after the change Egypt
witnessed in the system of governance, and security, economic and
political developments and at all levels.

The US relations with Egypt in the era of the Mubarak regime
(1980-2011) was very strong, there was cooperation in all fields and
exchange of delegations and trade, and cooperation in the security,
military, commercial, cultural and other fields of activities, thus
leading to justify the revolution against Mubarak’s Regime by
accusing him of being an agent of the United States and prioritize the
U.S. Interests on Egypt’s expense, particularly with regard to
normalization with the Zionist entity.

When the crowds of Egyptians moved in 2011, demanding change
and the overthrow of the regime within the wave of massive
movements in several Arab countries, dubbed the characterization
(the Arab Spring).
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Conclusion:

The US policy towards Egypt represents a unique case in international relations,
as these relations began in the early 19th century and evolved during the
monarchical period. Since the Free Officers Movement in July 1952, these
relations have gone through stages of progress and setbacks, leading up to the
pivotal year 2011, which marked a turning point in the relations between the two
sides.

The events that Egypt witnessed at the beginning of the current decade have
caused turbulence and fluctuationsin the relationship, especially as they included
several transformations, including the removal of President Hosni Mubarak and the
ousting of President Mohamed Morsi, each with their own inclinations towards the
American side.

Additionally, the United States found itself facing new actors in the Egyptian
arena and, out of a desire to maintain strategic relations with Egypt, it had to adapt
its foreign policy to keep up with the developments in Egypt.

The United Statessoughtto maintain its influencein Egypt and used the tactic
of threatening to suspend or restructure aid as a means of exerting pressure.
However, the reactions of the Egyptian street were not unified, as there were
demands to limit the American role in Egypt and to stop American interference in
Egyptian internal affairs.

According to future analyses and projections, the relations between the two sides
will continue to experience ups anddownsuntil some stability is achieved in the
Egyptian domestic arena. Conversely, the American future presents other
possibilities in light of the upcoming presidential elections in November 2016,
which could bringabout some changes in approaches, although they are not likely
to lead to unforeseen changes. The reality confirms the impossibility of severing
the ties between the two sides due to the events taking place in the Arab region and

the importance of Egypt's role in regional balances.
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
