Recommendations:
In order for universities to perform some of their desired roles in relation to the state,
this could be in accordance with the following proposed strategy:

I- Forming central committees at the university level that are responsible for
developing plans and programs throughout the academic year, to hold conferences
and seminars in the university’s various colleges, taking into account that it is in the
middle of student gatherings, with sufficient support from the university
administration and its departments.

2- Preparing the necessary plans and programs to hold political, religious and
cultural awareness programmes, and hosting experts in all fields.

3- Coordinating with the media, planning to hold seminars and meetings, and
inviting satellite channels to participate in covering those seminars and meetings.
4- Coordinating with civil society organizations to bear costs and exchange
experiences that address various societal issues, in accordance with specific and
precise controls and approved by specialists.

5- Concluding protocols and cooperation agreements between the university and the
Ministry of Culture and Youth, and creativity centers, in order to activate the
university’s role at the community and local levels.

6- Using the Internet to educate students, through the university website or college
websites, and publishing articles by some experts in all fields and on websites, to
target a portion of the university’s youth and make them aware of the dangers of
terrorism.

7- Introducing faculty members and their assistants (teaching assistants, assistant
teachers, and teachers) about ways to raise awareness of students, communicate and
interact with them, and how to deal with sit-ins, strikes, and student violence.

8- Representing students in university councils in balanced proportions, so that
students understand the mechanisms of work in those councils and in the university
as a whole, and presenting students’ views and opinions on issues related to them.
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
