We cannot
ignore corruption and weak institutions, as the spread of corruption and the
weakness of government institutions led to an increase in feelings of resentment
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and dissatisfaction among large segments of society. This feeling became one of
the main drivers of public opinion, which increasingly focused on demands for
reforms and improvement of living conditions, as well as the security and
economic situation, as the deteriorating security situation after 2003, successive
wars, and recurring economic crises were influential factors in shaping public
opinion. The lack of security and economic stability led to increased anxiety and
tension among citizens, which affected their view of the government and the
political system in general. All these starting points gave birth to popular
movements and protests. Since 2003, Iraq has witnessed repeated waves of popular
protests that expressed social, economic, and political demands. These protests,
which were often led by youth groups, became part of shaping public opinion, as
they reflected the rejection of existing policies and the demand for change.

Hence, at the end of this research, it can be said that Iraqi public opinion
remained defined by its orientations within the social context in which that public
opinion existed, as the formation of the demographic society plays the largest role
in shaping public opinion in a state of general polarization through structural
foundations of religious, sectarian, strong, and ethnic principles, in order to make...
