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Conclusions:

#+ The second line/ the origin of global environmental change lies in the tragedy of
the worlds or the tragedy of the commons between states. Yet¢ it is the product of
four major power structures in global politics: the system of states¢ capitalism¢ the
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doctrine of administrative society as scientific knowledge — that is¢< considering
that organizations and not individuals are the basic components of society — and
that society is the outcome of the decisions of the directors of its major institutions¢
the patriarchal social system. The response is to resist these overlapping power
structures¢ and to build smaller societies and static economies¢ or stable statuse¢ is
based on egalitarian social principles.

+ The third line/ Many environmentalists and climate scientists assume that
because of the looming catastrophe« the world must dominate politics. Some even
argue — behind closed doors — that in order to save the world¢ politics needs a
technocratic shift against democracy.

+ The fourth line / Since the future is conceived as part of the experience of the
past¢ there is no fundamental separation but only non-linear extensions. So¢ the
measures of confrontation« dealing¢ are the result of a clear effort to build a future
state emanating from a deliberate integration between time and discovered facts. It
is a part that deals with facts¢ but in a new way« down to finding a better structure
and a suitable world that is more realistic and fairer in its performance¢« where the
transition from part to whole instead of whole to part. That transition puts an end to
any expected deviation that further radicalizes the performance of the world order.
+ The fifth line / It is not commonly said that the emphasis that climate change
based on the data of global politics proved its vitality as a complementary challenge
to the science of politics and strategy. "Thought is a means and security is a goal¢
but climate change and then security are the means to the ultimate goal of
hegemony". It has presented itself as a general framework that has its initial
requirements and most importantly containing a comprehensive normative suitable
for studying geographical phenomena¢ dismantling them and monitoring their
advantages and effects alike. Especially the teleological perspective that the
decision-maker relies on is always present to carry the relationship between the
challenge and management in establishing approaches that lead him to his ultimate
goal.
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
