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Abstract: After 2017, Iraq witnessed clear transformations in the political,
security and social scene, especially after the end of the military control of
the terrorist ISIS groups in the lands and some Iraqi cities after 2014.

The liberation of these Iraqi cities from the clutches of ISIS terrorism was
not the end of the road, but rather created a set of challenges for the stage
following 2017, as it became very necessary for everyone to move forward
to strengthen the Iraqi national values that were one of the reasons for the
events of 2014, within the framework of restoring bridges of trust between
society and the state, and between society itself in the form of national
identity and societal unity in all its aspects.

The means of developing Iraqi national values have implications, the
first of which is developing the educational system that leads to love of the
homeland in the behavior of young generations, considering that youth are
one of the resources of the present and builders of the future, and that the
Iraqi national political decision should be a true partnership, far from
sectarian extremism and ethnic and regional division.

The media, in all its forms and diversity, must achieve the development
of societal coexistence and acceptance of the other because he is a citizen
like all citizens in the country and confronts any danger that threatens
societal peace. And qualifying the youth who are aware of their challenges,
as they are a fundamental pillar in the country’s present and future, is one of
the most important resources for developing national values in society and
the country.

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Conclusion:
Reaching common values comes from the prevailing culture in the state's

society, and this assumes the existence of a certain compatibility between the
constitutional articles guaranteeing the rights and duties of citizenship with the
society's possession of a political culture and awareness. It seems that Iraqi society
has not reached a state of convergence that eliminates narrow positions; as stability
requires coexistence between the groups that make up the states. Iraqi society needs
to enhance understanding in an effort to reach homogeneity that does not eliminate
the other, but rather achieves integration, which represents the basic pillar for the
success of any society in confronting challenges, given that the need for integration
requires elevating the national identity over sub-identities to be a unifying factor for
all cultures, groups and loyalties within the borders of one country. The feeling of
alienation has prevailed among the Iraqi citizen for several reasons, perhaps the most
prominent of which is the economic factor, which has created a desire not to care
about public affairs that express his connection to his homeland. It is also noted that
the roles of educational institutions concerned with interpreting and educating the
young generations on the concept of citizenship are not clear, especially in light of
the multiple cultural trends presented by social media sites, which occupy the
interest and thinking of those generations far from their homelands.
Recommendations:

In order to reach the required treatments, we present a set of recommendations that
can be reached and benefited from in light of the capabilities possessed by Iraq, as
follows:

1. Establishing the concept of national identity to deepen the citizen's relationship
with the state and enhance the convictions that official institutions work to achieve
public interests, the priorities of which are the stability and well-being of society.

2. Adopting effective awareness programs that encourage moderate discourse in
cooperation with specialized institutions, especially those associated with religious
endowments, to monitor religious discourse and prevent the tendency towards
proposals that may affect national unity.

3. Reviewing the curricula for teaching citizenship for all educational stages (from
primary stages to primary and higher education in universities).

4. Supporting volunteer programs that aim to familiarize citizens with their rights
and duties.
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5. That security institutions intensify their effectiveness and activities aimed at
bridging the gap with the public, and emphasizing their mission in maintaining the
security of society without regard to sub-affiliations.

6. That government institutions prepare workshops to introduce the importance of
citizenship and its role in maintaining public order and stability, and to present ideas
that would convince citizens to communicate with them by raising levels of
citizenship feelings.

7. Benefit from the experiences of other countries in preparing various programs that
enhance confidence among citizens, and that motivate them to take their role in
achieving state stability and confronting the dangers of terrorism.

8. Invest in the class, religious, sectarian and geographical diversity of university
students in spreading national values by preparing awareness programs and
workshops that call for supporting dialogue, presenting opinions and accepting them
in their differences, and rejecting practices that call for fanaticism and extremism.
9. Support activities that students initiate within the framework of social interaction
and that aim to raise awareness among segments of society or that represent
volunteer projects.
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
